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A Nichiren Shu temple located right by
Higashimatsudo Station. The temple has
been around since 1604, when it was
founded.

Within the temple grounds there is a large
weeping cherry blossom tree, making it a
popular hanami (flower viewing) spot
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A sports park with sports facilities including
a gymnasium, a baseball field, and a tennis
court. During the summer season many
people come to use the pool that is opened.
The park has areas where small children
can play, such as "Wanpaku Land" where
athletic activities can be enjoyed and the
"Children’s play area" which is equipped
with steel playground equipment.
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“Higamatsu Terrace" is a complex that
includes a library, a city branch office, and
a youth plaza which can be walked to in
around 4 minutes from Higashimatsudo
Station. "Matsudo City Higashimatsudo
Community Library" has a collection of over
60,000 general books, kids' books, maga-
zines and CDs. In addition, within the
complex is a "Youth Plaza" which can be
freely used by mainly middle and high
school-aged kids, as well as the "Higashi-
matsudo Branch Office* which provides
various services for residents.
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At Higashimatsudo Yuinohana Park, you
can take a leisurely stroll while enjoying the
seasonal flowers and flowering trees. The
park is also used to host events and
concerts where people can be around the
flowers and greenery, and plant-related
lectures are held at the park's Magnolia
House.
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Mondays (following day if national holiday),
year-end and New Year holidays (Dec. 28th - Jan. 4th)
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Many nostalgic cars, trains, airplanes and
other miscellaneous items from the Showa
era are on display, The highlight of the
museum is the classic car exhibit. Even if
you are not a car enthusiast, please come
and see our nostalgic three-wheeled
vehicles, as well as other kinds of vehicles
that were used in the filming of movies!
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The main building, built in 1901, has a
thatched roof and follows the architectural
style of a typical farmhouse in the Kamishi-
ki region, with many elements of modern
Japanese architecture added. In 2017, the
villa was recognized as a place that gives a
sense of the region's scenery from long ago

to those in the present time, becoming one of Japan's registered tangible cultural properties.
The garden is filled with seasonal plants, including bamboo thicket, plum and pine trees,

g presenting a sight that is rare in Matsudo City.
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A branch temple of the Mamasan Guhoji
Temple which was formerly known as the
Shingon-shu Shinnyabou, but converted to
Nichiren-shu in 1275 when one of the six
holy monks of Nichiren converted the main
Guhoji Temple from Shingon-shu to
Nichiren-shu. The temple has a red gate with a chrysanthemum crest, the emblem represent-
ing the imperial family, and an octagonal shrine dedicated to the feudal lord Kiyomasa Kato.
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A Nichiren Shu temple that was established
as a branch of the Souhonzan Minobusan
Kuoniji Temple and the Hokekyou-ji Temple.
In front of the temple gate, a Koshinto
pagota was built in 1852, to prevent evil
